CALL for MEMBERS 
of a US Technical Advisory Group Project TAG for Microprocessor Projects Emanating from the Institute of Electrical and Electronic Engineers (IEEE) and assigned to ISO/IEC JTC1/SC25 – Interconnection of Information Technology Equipment.
BACKGROUND - IEEE Microprocessor standards projects in ISO/IEC JTC1 had been assigned to JTC1/SC26 - Microprocessor Systems, but JTC1/SC26 was dissolved in Nov. 1999 for lack of interest/activity (including by the pertinent IEEE committee !). Responsibility for the JTC1/SC26 projects (all of which were published or approved ISO/IEC standards) was transferred by JTC1 to its SC25 - Interconnection of IT Equipment, and subsequently JTC1/SC25 assigned all of those projects to its WG4. In the meantime, the IEEE Microprocessor Standards Committee has expressed interest in introducing another IEEE Standard into the JTC1 arena, and is also embarking on Revisions of two IEEE Standards for which there are identical ISO/IEC Standards in the group of transferred projects (which then should be revised as well to maintain synchronization). The technical expertise for these microprocessor standards resides in the IEEE committee, rather than in the INCITS committees (T10, T11, and T12) that comprise the US TAG for JTC1/SC25/WG4. 

At it meeting on 14 February 2003, the INCITS Executive Board as the US TAG for JTC1, agreed to the formation of this Project TAG with TAG Administration responsibility assigned to the IEEE.

Accordingly, the IEEE is hereby issuing a call for Members of this Project TAG for Microprocessor Projects Emanating from IEEE (hereafter "the SC25/WG4 Microprocessor Project TAG"). Membership in the SC25/WG4 Microprocessor Project TAG is open to all US national "persons" (defined as: "organizations, companies, government agencies and, under special circumstances, individuals" who indicate that they are directly and materially affected by the activity of the TAG, with a designated individual as Primary Representative, plus an Alternate if appropriate. Representatives are expected to attend TAG meetings and to respond to requests by E-Mail for requests/opinions, including ballots.
