JEITA standardization activiteis update (Kojima & yamamoto)

Kojima-san presented his slides on JEITA’s activities.  He talked about the organization of the JEITA STD-TSC and feedback on issues they see with DASC.  The slides can be found at http://www.dasc.org/meetings/2010-01.

The EDA-TC group is under the JEITA umbrella under the Semiconductor Technology Committee.  The structure of the group was outlined and the projects JEITA is focused on was highlighted.  They also host EDSFair.  The two technical subcommittees of the EDA-TC are SystemC WG and Power Format WG.  There is a nanoscale physical design (NPD) working group. 

The chair of the EDA-TC will change for this year.  The Power Format WG may take a pause having completed their work.  While they have not specific working groups for SystemVerilog, they do work with P1800 WG.  They are a member of the IEEE SA since 2004.  Kojima has been the DASC DR for the IEEE DASC since 2008.  The IEEE Dual Logo agreement has helped get IEEE standards into IEC.

JEITA is to set strategies of EDA standards.  They have some lessons learned on design language harmonization.  Most know there are two formats: UPF and CPF.  They are working on a way to address the issues.

There are 3 AMS languages, VHDL-AMS, Verilog-AMS and SystemC-AMS.  JEITA would like to see harmonization of those languages.  

JEITA has created the Bird’s Eye View of Design Languages (BVDL).  BVDL is a trigger to discuss harmonization.  The BVDL will be made available as part of the minutes.  http://www.dasc.org/meetings/2010-02.
