4. DASC WG updates
- P1076.1 and P1076.1.1 (Ernst)

P1076.1.1 is in MEC and a mid-October ballot is expected

P1076.1 is still awaiting resolution on the copyright issue

- P1735 (Steve)

Discussions are continuing. 

- P1734 (Kathy)

MEC review and update completed.  The WG is currently voting on release and expect to go to IEEE ballot soon.

- P1699 (Perry)

The group takes a break from mid-August to mid-September and is just ramping back up.

-P1801 (Gary)

Intel is no longer attending, but Si2, AMD, TI and ARM are now advanced members.  The new participation rules may cause the group to lose Infineon, Magma and MicroChip participants.  The group is getting a tech writer next year to work on the draft and will be sending the expected charges to the members soon.  The confirmed FAQs will be consolidated and posted.  P1801 and Liberty coordination is being clarified.  Liberty has approved the use of their text.

- P1647 (Serrie)

Mike Bartley was elected vice-chair.  The re-ballot was approved on the 27th; 7 of 9 voting members approved, and 2 did not respond.  The draft was sent to MEC, and Stan will help set up the ballot group invitation.

- P1800 (Karen P)

The slides presented will be available with the minutes.  P1800 is one of the largest working groups and has many sub-groups.  It is entity-based and has champions who are members that attend many sub-committee activities and understand the change impacts across the different areas.  The group has a tight connection to JEDA and coordinates updates with them.  Several informal MEC’s will occur during the development so the final edit should be very straight forward.  The group expects open balloting after the end of Jan ’12.
5. Updates on Policies & Procedures
AudCom reviewed the DASC P&P’s and supplied a checklist that shows non-conforming areas; there were only two changes required: a missing operating procedure document in the precedence list, and changing Roberts rules to IEEE Bylaw I300.4(4).  These changes have been made and posted on the web site.  A vote was not required because these were required by IEEE.  The official approved by AudCom has not yet been received but is expected.
A question was raised on whether this has any implication for the working groups and Stan indicated that there is no need for any WG changes.
6. AOB
Ron asked about getting access to the Esterel information from the DASC web site; a login is required.  Stan indicated that the group is dormant.
Joe Daniels, in addition to acting as technical editor on several projects, is on contract with the IEEE to look at potential improvements with the SA relationships.  He is looking for suggestions on the service model and would like input by the end of October so changes can be implemented by early next year.
