5. WG Updates
AI:  Stan to request WG updates from chairs not in attendance and forward to the DASC.
- P1076.1, (Ernst)
The returning officer has been identified and elections will be starting.  The financial plan is complete and the funding request will go out next week; requesting $5K commitments for 2012.  
- P1647, (Darren)

Waiting on the 6 month period for feedback following the standard publication.
- P1666, (Stan)

The group is getting ready for publication in January; reviewing editorial changes and getting input from the working group.
- P1699, (Stan)

The PAR extension request has been approved.  

- P1800, (Karen P.)

On schedule.  Planning on the invitation to ballot on 12/16 and starting the ballot in early February.
- P1801, (John B.)

Meeting weekly.  About 1/3 of the 200 issues have been addressed and the group is developing a new normative annex.  The group is looking to ballot in May 2012, so all revision proposals need to be done by the end of the year.  Version 3.0 is planned for 2015.
6. DASC Membership Renewal Reminder

All DASC memberships expire at the end of the year and are $40 to renew.  Individual or entity memberships are allowed.  
7. IBIS Update
The PAR has been submitted to NesCom and is on the January 2012 agenda.  It has been assigned IEEE 1852. The required forms will be done in the next week or so.
8. Ballot Group Balance ad hoc Group

Stan, Yatin, Dennis, Ron and Karen P formed the ad hoc group to discuss how to achieve ballot group balance in light of the new IEEE rules.  Because the different working groups have different constituencies, the chairs will need to decide the pertinent interest categories.  The ad hoc group will provide an example set for individual and entity-based groups.  If it looks like one interest group will be oversubscribed when a ballot group is forming, that group should be sub-divided and the balloters advised to reselect from a sub-interest group.  The DASC chair will be available to help with this.  Two sub-group criteria were mentioned: 1) divide EDA vendors by products or other criteria, 2) use sector industry codes used by Dunn and Bradstreet or export control codes.  P1800 may be used as a test case if it can be done without schedule impact.

AI:  Karen P to propose P1800 interest categories and send to Stan

AI:  Dennis to suggest standard categories before the next ad hoc meeting.
9. JEITA Meeting

The joint JEITA meeting was held on 11/17 in conjunction with EDSF.  Stan reviewed the DASC table of standards and presented a more detailed review of working group activities.  P1800 work and Accellera UVM activities were also presented.  The P1800 activities are being closely followed by JEITA.  They are analyzing each issue in the Mantis database, but have not provided any direct feedback to the P1800 working group yet.  Previously, JEITA contacted the P1666 working group when they had concerns about the features.  Stan has already asked JEITA for their members to sign up for DASC ballots.  He is also exploring the possibility of bringing in JEITA activities as a DASC working group; they would remain led in Japan, but the resulting IEEE standards would be published in English.
10. AOB
AudCom reviewed the P1647 P&P’s and came back with a number of suggestions and several required changes.  These have already been incorporated by Darren.  The new P&P’s will be considered at the April AudCom meeting.
