- John Willis moved and Dennis Brophy seconded that the DASC budget incorporate funds to cover the cost of travel for the Chair and the Vice-Chair to attend the plenary meetings for 2004.  Motion was approved unanimously.

- Dennis Brophy noted that according to the DASC Quality Metrics the DASC has voted to only approve Par proposals that conform to sub-paragraph a of the IEEE Patent Policy directive.  Since the Chair of the Verification Language Study Group (VLSG), following the directions of the DASC Chair has only dealt directly with the Chair of the IEEE-SA PatCom committee, he is only prepared to accept contributions that follow both subparagraph a and subparagraph b.  Given that subparagraph b allows the granting of licenses for a fee, this is outside of the scope of the DASC directives.

Gabe Moretti moved and John Williams seconded that the VLSG Chair obtain assurances from all known patent holders that they will comply with subparagraph a of the IEEE-SA patent policy before the Working Group will begin work on the PAR.  Rich Goldman offered and amendment that was accepted.  The amendment directs the VLSG Chair to notify NesCom of this agreement.  In the absence of a quorum of the Steering Committee members, the Chair took it as a directive from the Sponsor to implement the above directions.

- Under the agenda item of Numerics Summit Alex Zamfirescu stated that he will create a list of interested people, propose a charter, and suggest a date and place for a meeting on the subject.  The proposal was accepted with no discussion.

- Peter Ashenden, proposed that he will form a committee to collect recent history and re-affirm the Quality Metrics process of the DASC.  In addition to himself, Paul Menchini, Dennis Brophy, and Victor Berman are the members of the committee.

- Meeting adjourned at approximately 12:40 PM.

- Next meeting is scheduled for September 22, 2003 in conjunction with FDL’03 in Frankfurt, Germany.
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
