· Quorum met (* indicates attendees contributing to quorum requirements, at least 6 SC members required for quorum)

· Agenda reviewed and approved

· Motion to approve agenda:  Andy Piziali

· Focus of meeting is on P&Ps

· Approval of minutes from 21 Feb 07

· Karen Pieper abstained, no objections

· Minutes approved

· P&P update review & discussion

· Motivation:  Changes to parent organization P&Ps and to update our operations to provide a better basis for operations and decision making.
· Andy has editorial comments which he will send to Victor

· Alex asked about precedence.  Victor replied that it starts with New York state law and goes down to DASC P&Ps.

· Alex brought up his belief that a parent P&P requires formation of ad hoc steering committees and only steering committees (not working groups or other subgroups).  No one else could confirm Alex’s understanding.
AI:  Victor asked Alex to find the specific reference so we could then determine if there is a conflict with our draft revised P&Ps.
· Karen Bartleson asked for a date for DASC-SC to complete review and submit comments to Victor.
AI:  13 Apr 07 is the deadline for SC members to review and submit comments.  Approval vote of revised P&Ps scheduled for DASC meeting at DATE.
· Sentence in 3.1 about Standards Staff Liaison does not belong in this section.  Suggestion it belongs in section indicating the P&Ps will be reviewed every 2 years for changes in parent organization P&Ps.  Victor will move the sentence.
· Discussion about removal of officer section.  Deleted sentence providing rationale as it is inappropriate for inclusion in P&Ps.
· Section 3.4.1

· Alex mentioned need for DASC to maintain a DASC website and that responsibility assigned to an officer.  Changed bullet one to include operation as well as organization responsibility of the chair as operation includes website setup and maintenance.

· 3.4.2
· Discussion on the conditions a chair would recuse (when he/she wants to advocate an opinion/position – cannot moderate and advocate at the same time).  Wording modified to better capture the intent, including wording of bullet 1 above.

· 4.1 Voting membership:  Discussion as to inclusion of participation in DASC votes as a criteria for membership in addition to attending meetings.

· 4.0 Membership

· Question of individual membership and entity membership.  Where one person can be individual and a Designated Representative for an entity. 

· Relevance to 4.1 is can a person fill both roles and vote twice?  Desire is to limit a single person to vote only once as individual or DR.

· Jim question on avoiding dominance in the DASC.  Parent organizations have strong dominance avoidance and resolution policies in effect.

· Recommendations to have the application to indicate that signing the application indicates the person has read and understands the DASC P&P and is indicating their interest in DASC activities.
