Study group report:
Kathy gave an update on QIP study group (slides and PAR sent out).

DASC Awards Committee:

KarenB presented the DASC Awards Committee proposal.  Slides sent out.

Dennis , Gary and Stan are interested in participating.  Committee will finalize details.  KarenB will kick off the activity with the committee.
IEEE-SA board presentation:

Victor sent out presentation and received some feedback.  He will present it next week.  He is pleased with today’s attendance and that the changes we’ve made have paid off.

Working group reports:

1076.1 – starting elections.

1800 – KarenP: have approved all items for the October 1st draft of the LRM. Feature freeze in the sub-committees is set for November 15, in the WG on December 15, and review draft for voting is due in January.
1778 – Gerard: Gerard (Esterel) has been elected Chair, Stephen Edwards (Columbia)  co-chair, and Sylvan Dissoubray (Esterel) Secretary. 18 members in the group, roughly half Industry and half Academia. Have started rewriting the manual in IEEE format, three chapters are under discussion. The next meeting is scheduled on October 12th. Need to plan a physical, face-to-face meeting.
1647 – Andrew:  have just completed writing the second draft of each of the seven clauses that will be integrated into the P1647-2008 LRM (constant fields, encapsulation, messaging, method ports, name spaces, reflection and sequences).  All but two have been reviewed and are ready for incorporation into the LRM.  Are holding two technical review meetings this month, in addition to the normal monthly meeting, to address specific issues in a couple of the clauses.  Meeting attendance is growing, with 13 joining the Sep. 17 working group call.  Currently planning the ballot schedule toward a 4Q07 or 1Q08 ballot.

1481 – Victor: John Beaty sent a message to Victor a while ago that the draft was ready for review, but no more communication.  Victor will try to contact them again.

1699 – Perry: in midst of elections.  Peter Ashendon had been very busy, and he’s now going on 1699.  LRM has been updated. Challenge in scheduling meetings with international members. Yatin suggested rotating to accommodate people in all parts of the world.
1735 – Gary: next meeting notice sent out. 

1801 – SteveB: meeting regulary, elections underway. Monthly face-to-face meetings are being held. Next one will be in Dallas Oct 19, then 2nd week in Nov in San Jose, early Dec in Munich at Infineon.  Making good steady progress.

Other business:
