6. Discussion of proposed Operations Manual

* Election procedure

   o General modification to election process was approved

   o Regarding the mandatory position statements, there was some

       discussion in the reflector but no decisions

   o The returning officer must solicit position statements

   o However, there is no requirement to submit position statements

   o Bill Hanna made a motion to require the returning officer to solicit    
position statements

   o Motion was seconded

   o Time must be allowed for position statements to be published ...

       Minimum of one week

   o No circulation period is currently specified

   o We ought to record this policy

   o Gary D.: Where will this be recorded?

* Approval process for PARs and P&Ps

   o Victor: A separate document that explains the P&Ps would be written

       and posted on the web site. This would be an explanatory

       operations manual.

   o Stan: Is this election process specific?  No.  This is the first

       item we are placing in the manual.

   o Andy: Why not change the P&Ps?

   o Victor: Because the P&Ps can only be changed once a year and they

       are difficult to change.

   o We could accumulate changes and then role them into the P&Ps

   o Andy: Could capture explanatory material in the operations manual

       and then update P&Ps, as necessary, to clarify procedures.

   o Motion approved (no objections or abstentions)

* Status of the appeal committee (Ron Waxman)

   o Karen B., Gabe M. and Steve B. are also on the committee

   o Alex was notified on Feb. 15 about the appeals process

   o February DASC meeting: Would Alex be willing to withdraw appeal?

       Alex said that he would if the minutes captured his request. Alex

       wrote a long message that objected to IP procedures and some other

       issues.

   o Ron continued in correspondence with Alex, reiterating requirements

       for the appeal.

   o By March 15 Alex had not responded by the March 15 deadline

   o IEEE-SA was notified by Ron W. and they said that we are following

       the right procedure

   o Preliminary information was recorded for submission to the IEEE-SA,

       closing the matter

   o Stan: What does it mean "until we hear more from Alex?"

   o Ron: The appeal matter is closed so that any other objection would

       be a new appeal.

   o Victor thanked Ron W. for keeping both the DASC and IEEE-SA in the

       loop
