4. Report from John Walz on IEEE Society activities and plan.

Refer to John’s presentation distributed on 6/26.  This general presentation is being given to all computer society standards committees.  John discussed the DASC accomplishments from his POV, including that we are well represented in other IEEE committees including the EDA and corporate advisory board, have generated a number of new PAR’s, and are collaborating with other industry consortia.  Ares to work on include, attendance at the standards activity board meeting, creation of a DASC annual report, ensuring the work group follow the standard policy and procedures, and posting the DASC meetings on the web site to facilitate open industry attendance.  He also suggested that the DASC work on ensuring market relevance by measuring the companies that are using the developed material and improve leveraging worldwide expertise and involvement.
John H created a mapping for the DASC to other technical committees.  DASC is encourages to validate these mappings and get more involved in the associated activities.  John encouraged the DASC to get technical committee experts to mentor new PAR generation.  The standards committee should leverage the CS models, including collocating F2F WG meetings with conferences, recognizing the volunteers and encourage publications.  Slide 8 shows the opportunities for communication and interfacing.  The CS is moving resources to support standards development.
The DASC should consider appointing a standard champion to act as a point of contact for standards participation.  This champion could also assist in reviewing balloting drafts and creating PARs.

John recommended the DASC undertake long term planning, including a long term technical roadmap and expected PARs.  It should evaluate the interoperability of standards and the potential to bring in other consortia activities for standardization or joint development as well as additional expertise.  The roadmap should evaluate forces on the markets and views of where standards may fit.
The DASC should encourage objective criteria for PARs, including market potential, compatibility and technical and economic feasibility. It should ensure there are no overlaps with existing standards.  The IEEE has been criticized in the past for “stove piped” standards and needs to try to collaborate or have joint sponsorship if possible.  The DASC should ensure that its roadmap support council for EDA who will advise on and promote the work.
The DASC is active in international SDO’s: Dennis Brophy and Victor Berman are co-conveners for TC93, however an IEEE rep should be active in the ANSI tag to ISO.  The ISO partnership exists and there is a potential for partnering with the IEC.  An MOU should be created for any joint development and the activities should be summarized by the DASC chair.
The DASC is encouraged to use service awards and certificates of appreciation for its volunteers, and encourage its experts to publish.  John pointed out that additional publishing opportunities may grow from a simple elevator pitch.  The DASC is also encouraged to cultivate experts to provide more in the value chain.
The DASC plans should align with the SA strategic focus areas and utilize emerging technology experts for on-going standards development.  Additional focus should be placed on fostering global participation in its work.
Question: What is the right way for DASC to get involved with ANSI?

John:  The SA staff has MOU’s with ANSI.  The DASC should start their pertinent discussions and expand the relationship.  An additional MOU may be required to specify how any resulting activities will be handled.
