4. Ron Waxman Award committee
Committee requires DASC officers plus three volunteers and is expected to require about 2 conference calls.  Stan is chairing, but there were no volunteers during the meeting.  The nomination needs to be decided by mid-Sept to be ready for award in the December SA awards meeting.

5. Discussion of Report from John Walz on IEEE Society activities and plan.
Several points in John’s report raised questions:

a) Systematic appraisal of DASC PARs.  We have guidelines in place that are used by all study groups and other organizations.

b) More interaction with international standards.  We have a good relationship with IEC, but questionable with ANSI.  Dennis noted that ANSI is listed in many of our works but doesn’t think we are active with them.

AI:  Victor to investigate ANSI collaboration for anything else that needs to be done.

c) Track and encourage publications.  This is a good idea.  The work is being published, for example at DVCon, but we don’t track.  Karen P. noted there is a tutorial scheduled at DATE and the India VLSI conference.   Rosetta also has a special session at FDL that Peter A. is presenting and has been asked for a standards column for IEEE Computer Magazine.

6. Study Group Status - updates from the chairs
