5. Study Group Status - updates from the chairs


Verilog AMS – Sri Chandra proposal sent 10/15.

Accellera has sponsored a Verilog AMS committee and Sri presented a proposal to move the work to IEEE.  The goal is to ensure that the AMS extensions are interoperable with other languages, specifically P1800 and P1364, and has had participation from EDA, semiconductor design houses and academia.  LRM 2.3 was released in August with a unified BNF for P1364.  Particular attention was paid to ensure there were no conflicts.  There are two current subcommittees actively working on mixed signal behavioral extensions and SV assertions for analog.  The goal is to enhance P1800 with the Accellera work, and open the participation to include digital signal experts and others.  The current participants will follow the work to IEEE and will work in accordance with IEEE standard ops.  IEEE SA has presented these procedures to Sri.  There are currently 14 active entities and 8-15 participants per call.  The intent is to form an entity based working group.  EDA currently supports LRM 2.2 (MGC and Cadence, with Synopsys working on support).  A strong connection is desired with P1800 and P1364 participants.  Karen P. proposed that the Verilog AMS extensions be considered for a “dot” standard to P1800 because the standard is already very large and complex and a straight merge may be risky.  Mike K. noted that a PAR must be produced within 6 months of forming the study group.  Victor and IEEE staff are available to help create the PAR and move the group forward.

    * P1481 Ballot update
