Standards overview

The JEITA EDA technical committee has 21 members addressing the following areas and collaborates with the IEEE and IEC.  


- SystemC WG

JEITA contributed to P1666, reviewed the OSCI TLM2.0, sponsored a user forum, and developing recommended design methodologies


- SystemVerilog

Joined P1800-2010 and submitted issues


- Power Format WG

Completed UPF/CPF compatibility table and joining ballot


- Nano-meter physical design

Investigating leakage current variation and self-heating impacts on delays

DASC Concerns

- Looking for SystemC schedules, interlocks and milestones

- Visibility into P1800 ballot resolutions and activities

- Want to join and participate in P1481.  It is currently in ballot resolution and should be out for ballot recirculation soon.

Action Item:  Victor to send John Beatty (chair) contact information

- Harmonization of various AMS languages (VHDL AMS, Verilog AMS, SystemC AMS).  How are power issues avoided with separate formats?  JEITA is working on a strategy to deal with existing and emerging standards.

Stan K updated that the LRM is being written and delivery is expected in 09 and reviewed through OSCI.  Harmonization is not in the charter.

Action Item:  Stan to provide update on SystemC LRM dates and plans.

5. Working Group Status – updates from Victor


P1800 status

Going to ballot in February 09.  Technical work is done, but there is a patent issue.


P1801 status

CPF/UPF interoperability plan developed, but it is unknown if the JEITA issues were addressed.  Recirculation ballots only deal with negative technical aspects, not harmonization issues.


P1481 Status

First ballot successfully completed.  The group is addressing comments and will recirculate the ballot

6. Report from Chair on DASC activities

Victor discussed the issue of industry coordination and whether DASC should step in.  Several questions arose including how should it be done, how to interact with other organizations, what resources are needed.  It seems to need an industry mandate.  IEEE has minimal link between conferences and standards activities, and CEDA has been slow in coordination.  Victor suggested an ad hoc committee to investigate and recommend a plan.  Other organizations should include Accellera, OSCI, JEITA, potentially Si2 and others.  Yatin mentioned there may be issues between the different group’s policies and procedures.  Should DASC provide guidance or leave up to market adoption, and should DASC be proactive in standards planning vs just supporting ideas brought to it?

Action Item:  Victor to send call for volunteers to participation in the feasibility group.


Victor showed a presentation from SI2.  They plan to coordinate power standards and are investigating interoperability with P1801 with a goal to identify common commands, resolve ambiguities, define name mapping and provide guidance for commands outside of the translatable subset.  It was questioned whether they are open to non-member participation/input and how inputs should be provided.

Action Item:  Victor to get Gary to update DASC on SI2 power activities.

Victor discussed IEEE patent policy and showed helpful web sites, including a listing of patents related to standards, FAQs for patent issues, and the LOA form.  An LOA is not required, but disclosing related patents is the responsibility of the individual contributors as an entity representative.  In P1800, a company has possible essential patents.  The pertinent information was distributed to IEEE SA, PatComm, and the working group voting members.
