Basic corporate membership allows open participation in entity working groups, ballot participation, but no voting rights.  The advanced corporate membership grants all rights, participation, voting and balloting (subject to working group rules) in an unlimited number of entity working groups.

There is a potential linkage with the P1685 work for power intent as well.  The group intends to maximize stability before ballot.
