P1685 IP-XACT On RevCom December Agenda
Chair Status change discussion.  Greg Ehmann, the current chair, was previously with NXP but his entire group has been transferred to Virage.  The expectation is that Virage will join IEEE-SA, but they are currently not members.  The WG has requested guidance on how to handle the officer situation with the suggestion that Greg continue.  Victor concurred that the process should not be interrupted because the standard is in its last stages.  If RevCom approves the standard, then the PAR is complete and the group will go inactive.  Stan asked if there is an official policy; if the chair cannot perform his duties, the vice-chair assumes the responsibilities.  However, if the chair is working with the new company to join IEEE-SA, then he can act as chair for several months through the process.  Gary pointed out that per our P&Ps, if an officer changes companies, then there is an opportunity for a new election.
