4. P1076.1 (VHDL AMS) update - Ernst

P1076.1.1 has an active PAR to make editorial corrections and clarifications.  It is currently being approved by the working group, planning to go out for ballot in June and going to RevCom in Sept.

P1076.1 is forming sub-committees for enhancements.  An email was sent to solicit enhancement inputs.  The current focus is on 6 new projects including changing the language to match the base language.  Some groups have already held a meeting, but there is not yet a PAR or schedule.  The group is waiting for a copyright issues response from IEEE.

Note, P1076.1.1 was originally a separate standard and the plan is to integrate it into P1076.1, but it is easier to approve it individually in the meantime since P1076.1 has a longer timeline.

5. P1666 (SystemC) update - Stan

John Ainsley, the group’s technical leader, was stranded by the volcanic eruption so the group is behind schedule.  All of the errata has been addressed since 1666.2005, and about half of the new features have been discussed and agreed upon.  The original mid-summer ballot target will likely delay until after August so it likely wouldn’t go to RevCom until 1Q11.  The group has received a lot of international support, particularly from JEITA.

6. P1734 (QIP) update - Kathy

The group went through a significant lull, but has recently been revitalized by significant interest and participation from China.  ASTRI is a Hong Kong government funded technology research group and is working with Chinese foundries, IP developers, chip houses and the IP exchange on IP quality.  P1734 is implementing the donated VSIA excel QIP in XML.  The group is finalizing schema testing and writing the normative document.  Kathy asked if there was any help available from IEEE for documentation because this is an individual, not entity, based group.

7. P1800 – Karen P

8. P1801 – Gary 

The group is working with IEEE to get permission to provide updates to the public via documents posted on the web, including portions of P1801.2009, and suggested mappings of PWR/GND to the liberty format.  The group has obtained permission from Liberty to use document excerpts.  The initial IEEE feedback is that it is acceptable as long as <10% of the document text is posted.  Release of this information is usefull to get industry feedback.

AI:  Gary to keep Stan in the loop on the IEEE discussions.

9. IEEE Corporate Participation Rule Discussion

There was a question on clarifying the new entity working group participation:  Can a DASC or Accellera member qualify as an observer?  DASC members can observe, but the intent is to verify that procedures are being followed.  Accellera and OSCI are advanced members of IEEE so they can appoint a designated representative and an alternate designated representative to contribute to the group with voting rights.  The new rules are intended to prohibit many to companies to participate using organizations as opposed to joining.  There is an ad hoc committee working on the new rules now and they are creating Q&A’s.  Members include:  Karen B, Mary Lynn Nielson,Chris Vigil, Jim Hughes, Phill Wennblom, Dennis Brophy and Judy Gorman.  The proposed changes are:

· Sponsor organizations are allowed to observe with no voting rights and no technical contributions

· Technical experts are allowed to attend some TBD number of meetings per year

· Guests are allowed at Co-Convened meetings with other standard bodies

The group expressed concern that the technical experts need to have enough context to be able to contribute.  Several groups that have issues with the new rules, P1801, P1666, and P1735, have permission to operate as in the past until they receive further clarification.

10. Ron Waxman Award Committee

The award is for superior contributions to standards and is given in December.  Stan is looking for volunteers to serve on the committee.  Current volunteers are: Yatin, Victor (chair), Ron and Stan.
