4. JEITA updates
Kojima-san presented the Japan Electronic and Information Technologies Association (JEITA) updates per the published slides.  There are currently 14 member companies in JEITA and two active technical working groups.  The first is SystemC which is very active with 8 member companies and is working with P1666. The second is working on LSI packaging and board co-design and has 16 member companies and academic representatives.  This group is looking to define a common database or format for 3 data types: shape, netlist & circuit, and technology.  The problem space is that it is difficult to share data between the different design areas without doing data transformations which results in delays.  The other JEITA working groups are currently inactive although systemVerilog is ready to reactivate.
