6. DASC WG updates
- 1076, VHDL (Jim Lewis)

The study group evaluated individual- vs. entity-based formation of the working group and voted for individual-based.  The group also voted to approve the PAR and requested DASC approval.  Jim sent an email to the DASC reflector on 1/6 with links to the PAR and other information.  The PAR language is fairly generic as the PAR scope and purpose are copied verbatim into the LRM.  A more detailed scope was sent to the study group and the link is included in the email referenced above.  Joe D. noted that the PAR scope should be kept generic but may be iterated with the DASC and updated in the PAR prior to going to ballot if needed.

- P1076.1 and P1076.1.1 (Ernst)

The P1076.1 PAR was approved by the DASC and sent to NesCom.
The 1076.1.1 ballot was completed on Dec 19; 22 were in the ballot group, 21 responded and all were affirmative except for one abstention.  No comments were received so a recirculation ballot is not needed.  The spec and results were forwarded to RevCom.

- P1647, e (Darren)

The LRM in currently in the midst of a 45 day ballot period.
- P1666, SystemC (Stan)

The draft LRM is in the final iteration to address the working group comments.  The final working group vote will end Jan. 28 and then a ballot group will be formed.
- P1734, Quality (Kathy)

The ballot group is being formed, with a Feb. 5 deadline to enroll.
- P1735, Encryption (Steve)

Donations will be closed on Jan. 31 so that the working group can finalize what will be in the ballot draft.  Ballot is expected in 3Q11.
- P1800, SystemVerilog (Karen P)

The technical committee work continues, and the group is also working with IEEE on how to handle early reviews, press releases, and technical writing.
- P1801, Low Power (Gary)

The working group voted to assess each member $8K.  They do not expect to spend it all in 2011.
