2. WG Membership Update

This is an off-cycle meeting to review the new SA rules.  Karen B. presented the Standards Board bylaws (http://standards.ieee.org/develop/policies/bylaws/sb_bylaws.pdf), specifically section 5.2.1.2 pertaining to entity-based working group participation.  To summarize:
· Working group (WG) officers must be advanced entity members

· Observers must as least be basic entity members

· Voting participants must be advanced entity members and meet the group participation requirements

· Entity non-members may observe one WG meeting per project

· Each entity project must have at least 3 voting participants

· IEEE will provide WG email reflectors, and the plan is to transition to this solution by the end of 2011

· Up to two non-voting, non-entity member participants may be included in the WG for tech writing or administrative functions

· Non-entity individuals may provide technical expertise to three WG meetings per project

· Individuals may observe at up to two entity WG meetings per year if the entity and individual meetings are co-located

Additional comments and FAQ review:

· An individual consultant can join as a entity provided the entity dues are paid (based on a sliding scale)

· Entity standards are meant to be market driven, such that entities can derive benefits from products and/or services

· An entity may hire a consultant to represent them in and entity-based WG.  The consultant must identify the relationship in the meetings

· The spirit of these rules also apply to sub-committees under an entity-based WG

· There was a question on whether the rules apply to liaisons between entity and individual WG’s, for example P1076 and P1735.  The suggestion is to waive entity rules for liaison relationships listed in the working group PAR.

AI:  Karen to clarify entity and individual liaison rules

· If one feels that the rules are not being followed, first bring to the attention of the working group chair and escalate to the DASC chair if needed.

· 2010 was considered a transition year, but all entity WGs should follow the new rules going forward.  If not, there is a risk that the work will be invalidated.

· WG observers may submit draft comments to the WG chair for resolution by the WG voting members
· Membership status can be verified on the standards association web site or through Stan

· A former entity member representative, who is no longer with their entity employer, may continue to participate without voting rights for six months.

· WG officers who are no longer with their entity employer may participate for one additional meeting and then cease to serve as an officer.  They may continue to participate without voting rights for six months.

· Entity-based WG email is closed to non-members.  Note that the eda.org reflector being used by some groups is open.
