4. Action Item Review
Previous action items reviewed and summarized below.
5. CAG Request
The CAG is considering a standards roadmap as a tool to forecast future directions.  This would list existing standards families and standards that are in development and would be used to determine if any are of import to the DASC, for example cloud computing security and P1735.  The work may not be directly identified in the PAR as being applicable but the DASC should be aware of the other efforts.  The question was raised about how this roadmap would be disseminated, either to the DASC chair or to the entire DASC.  The goal is a more formal process for interaction between the IEEE committees.  
6. WG Membership Update

- P1076 (Jim Lewis)
No update.

- P1076.1 & P1076.1.1 (Ernst)
P1076.1 work was on hold due to DAC prep but will restart next week.
P1076.1.1-2011 has been available from the IEEE since 4/15
- P1647, e (Darren)

No update.
- P1666, System C (Stan)

The second resolution ballot passed unanimously, and it has been submitted to RevCom for the September 9 agenda.
- P1699, Rosetta (Perry)

No update.

- P1734, Quality (Kathy)

On the June RevCom meeting agenda.  There is a question regarding the VSI copyright; derivative rights were granted to IEEE in 2007 when VSI dissolved however there are new procedures in place now.  Stan noted that RevCom is very diligent about copyrights and he is available to help anyone through the process.
- P1735, Encryption (Steve D.)
The group is trying to determine what should be included in the ballot draft and working on a schedule in order to get technical editor funding.  The target for balloting was the end of 2011, but it may run into next year.
- P1800, SystemVerilog (Karen P)

The work is proceeding on schedule and still planning for a July draft.
- P1801, Low Power (Stan)

Si2 has contributed additional CPF commands, which the group has recognized but not yet formally accepted.
7. JEITA Update
The EDA group is restructuring due to the earthquake disruptions, and may stop EDA standardization efforts.  The plan is to continue the SystemVerilog, LSI-PKG-BRD, and Physical Design working groups.  There is a concern about the groups working in isolation without EDA oversight.  The SystemVerilog group is reviewing the Mantis database and has not identified any major issues yet.  
The EDS Fair is moving from January to November, and Kojima-san has requested a DASC coordination meeting at the event.

Stan noted that he will be in Japan in July to give a SystemC keynote and will present DASC updates to JEITA while he is there.
8. AOB
There is a meeting with the India SIG later this month and a DASC working group update is planned to be presented via webinar, with additional discussions on how to move forward.  Stan has also initiated contact with Korea to also include them in DASC activities.  
There is a request for a summary of the relationship of DASC/IEEE activities and international standard groups, for example IEC, to understand and accept the collaboration and branding flow.

The Design & Test (D&T) special edition call for participation was sent; Stan is looking for comprehensive articles, potentially the 1076 digital and analog work, and the deadline is the end of August.  Stan is the D&T editor for design standards and the special edition; Shishpal Rawat and Sumit Dasgupta are guest editors.  Stan has written two D&T columns to-date.
