1. Call to order

2. Approval of Agenda

3. Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes
Note, the 6/9 minutes listed the next meeting as July 14; the meeting was subsequently re-scheduled to 8/4.

4. Action Item Review
Previous action items reviewed and summarized below.
5. Ron Waxman Award update
The award committee of Victor, Stan, and Yatin, with consulting input from Ron, proposed Larry Saunders as the recipient of the 2011 “Ron Waxman DASC Meritorious Service Award”.  The proposal was unanimously approved via a DASC email vote.  The award dinner is scheduled for December 4.
6. WG Membership Update

- P1076 (Chuck Swart)
The group is meeting regularly.  Officer elections are coming up.

- P1076.1 (Ernst)
The group is revising their P&Ps, last done about 3 years ago, and is working on a financial plan.
- P1647, e (Darren)

The proposed standard is in the final editing phase.  The P&Ps have been updated, accepted by the group, and are on the web site.
- P1666, System C (Stan)

On the RevCom agenda for the September 9 meeting.  There is a potential patent issue; the company has been given the LoA template to fill out and has been requested to return it to PatCom prior to the RevCom meeting.  The company and IEEE legal will determine if the patent is relevant to the proposed standard.
- P1699, Rosetta (Perry)

No update.

- P1734, Quality (Kathy)

RevCom approved the proposed standard and it is in final IEEE editing.
- P1735, Encryption (Steve D.)
An email ballot is out for the revised P&Ps, and another ballot is out for key management procedures and syntax for potential inclusion in the interoperability provisions.  The group is close to consensus on structures for rights and standardizing across tools.  There is a Sept 1 deadline in the group to finalize funding approvals for a planned 2011 assessment.
- P1800, SystemVerilog (Karen P)

A draft is available and will be placed on the Mentor Graphics web.  The group received a request to provide feedback on an older version of the standard.
- P1801, Low Power (John Biggs)

The group elected new officers: John – chair, Eric Marshall – vice-chair, Perry Chin – secretary.  Congratulations.  There are three active sub-groups: normative, informative, and contributions.  The group has received one contribution from Si2 and two from Cadence.
AI:  Stan and John to work with Joan Woolery on the 1801 interpretation issue.
7. Relationship between DASC and International Groups
Dennis’s presentation is on the DASC site.  The IEEE development process allows standards to also be recognized as IEC standards and have a dual logo which simplifies internationalization of the standards.  Many DASC standards have the dual logo, including VHDL.  IBIS, an ANSI standard, also has a dual logo, and is closely aligned with the DASC.  The US is an IEC member through ANSI, and ANSI automatically accredits IEEE work.  The IEC is also recognized by WTO, and IEEE has policies that support transparency, openness, etc as required by the WTO.  There is a new requirement that raises the TC93 participating members from 3 to 5; there are currently 4 participating members: US, China, Korea, Japan, and there are discussions to merge TC93 with another group.  IEEE has streamlined the dual logo process using a request form for the working groups to complete.
AI:  Mike Mirmak to explore ANSI and IEEE collaboration.
7. Request from IEC TC93 regarding IEEE1481 (OLA) and IEEE1850 (PSL)
The IEC approached the DASC requesting dual logos for the above standards which were dual logoed under a previous version.  As the PARs listed the potential for the standards to be adopted by another national, regional, or international organization, Stan approved the request.  If the PAR did not indicate this potential, the request would have been brought to the DASC.  
It was pointed out that there is no distinction in IEEE between withdrawn documents, as those with dual logos, and withdrawn standards which can lead to confusion.
7. DASC Officer Elections
The old DASC P&Ps required elections on alternate years for chair/vice-chair and secretary/treasurer, this year being for the former.  The new P&Ps only require officer terms of two years.  There is a concern with potential continuity of replacing the chair/vice-chair at the same time, but we will get through this election and then decide if the P&Ps need to be updated.  Kathy will act as the returning office for the elections.  
AI:  Kathy to send email asking for DASC officer nominees, followed by email vote.
7. Working Group P&P Updates
When the DASC P&Ps were approved by AudCom, all working groups were required to update their P&Ps to align with the new requirements.  These updates are either in process or complete.
AI:  Stan to check DASC P&Ps to see if the entire DASC needs to approve the working group P&Ps.
7. India SIG Update
A joint DASC and India SIG group informational meeting will be held in August.  Stan will present working group updates to the India SIG.
8. AOB
There was a discussion on the proper procedures for acting on requests for interpretations given the changes in the entity participation rules.  The previous request for interpretation process was not restricted to members or entities and had to be acted on by the working group.  This is being deleted.  The update will indicate that IEEE SA cannot interpret standards or respond to these requests, rather they must all go to the working groups for resolution.
There are proposed changes in IEEE pertaining to standards renewals: changing the minimum period for a standard to be modified from 5 to 10 years, and reaffirming standards without a working group may no longer be allowed.
