5. WG Membership Update

- P1076 (Jim L)
Meeting regularly and working on requirements.
- P1076.1.1 (Ernst)

- P1076.1 (Ernst)
The working group has approved the updated P&Ps and is working on the financial plan.
- P1647, e (Darren)

The standard was published August 26.
AI:  Stan to track the time lag between standards approvals and publications.
- P1666, System C (Stan)

On the RevCom agenda for the September 9 meeting and currently responding to reviewer questions.  ST has returned the LoA which has been accepted by PatCom; this will have no bearing on the RevCom review.
- P1699, Rosetta (Perry)

Working on the P&P updates.  Meeting coordination is difficult due to participants on multiple continents.  The feature set is finalized and the group is ready to write the LRM.  A PAR extension was submitted due to the replacement of the technical editor.
- P1734, Quality (Kathy)

Have completed the review and comment on the final document technical edits; expecting publication soon.
- P1735, Encryption (Steve D.)
No update.
- P1800, SystemVerilog (Karen P)

The group is expecting content to be finalized and available in early Oct.
- P1801, Low Power (John Biggs email)

The sub-committees and full group are meeting regularly, and a face-to-face meeting is scheduled for 10/4-6.  The Sense of the Working Group document was sent to the IEEE as a request for interpretation, but many items were deemed changes to the standard.  The group is re-working the responses and updating their P&Ps.  They are also looking at potential open source tool usage.  Dennis noted that the CAG has identified some open source tools.

6. Voting on Working Group P&P Updates

Four working group P&Ps have been sent.  More will be sent prior to the next meeting.  All updates should be finalized by Oct. 1.  The votes below are on the proofed and edited documents sent by Jim V as indicated.
- P1076 (Proofed and edited)

There was a question on the membership status not being dependent on attendance but on just votes.  This is intentional and explained.

Approved.

- 1647 (Proofed and edited)

There was a question on the Chair and Vice-chair being confirmed by the DASC Steering Committee (SC).  The SC has disbanded so this should be updated to simply the DASC.
The hyperlink in 6.5.3 points to a non-existent page; this should be fixed.

There was a question on whether email participation counts to voting membership; yes it does.

Approved with the above amendments.
- 1735 

The brackets around “Use Rights” in the title should be removed.  Correct the font shift in Section 5.3.  There was a question on whether the removal of officers requiring a 2/3 vote and the supermajority vote of ¾ was intentional; this was a choice by the working group.

Approved with the above amendments.

- 1800 (Proofed and edited)

There are inconsistencies between the references to proxy voting in sections 5.3 and 7.1.  Dennis noted that proxy voting may no longer be allowed due to changes in NY law.

Vote deferred.

9. India IEEE SIG Update

A one hour webinar is planned for 9/27.  The agenda has been set:

- Overview of IEEE India SIG (Standards Interest Group)

- How to participate in IEEE standards projects

The plan is for the webinar to be limited to India participants due to capacity issues.  A request was made to record the meeting, but this may be difficult due to the need for an India toll-free number which is not available in GoToMeeting.  The India SIG may join the DASC as an entity.  It may be possible to have a DASC sub-committee in India.

10. November meeting with JEITA

The EDSF show has been moved to November and a joint informational meeting will be held with JEITA to coincide with the show on November 18 (Japan).  There is specific interest in SystemVerilog and Accellera’s UVM.
11. IEEE SA Changes to Interpretations, Reaffirmations, etc.

As of January 1, no interpretations will be supplied by the IEEE.  An email and presentation were distributed to the DASC on August 18 on this topic.  The standard renewal time frame will increase from 5 to 10 years.   Reaffirmation ballots are no longer allowed; a working group must address the renewal.  Joan noted that each standard has a web page with a staff liaison contact so this is likely to be how the first contacts are made.

AI:  Stan to include the Changes to Interpretations, Reaffirmations, etc on the agenda for the next meeting.
12. IBIS and the DASC
IBIS is an ANSI and IEC standard dealing with PCBs.  There are discussions on including it as an IEEE DASC standard as well.  There are procedures in the operations manual on how to bring in a non-IEEE standard, starting with creating P&Ps.  The IEEE SA has no objections to bringing IBIS into the DASC.
