5. WG Membership Update

- P1076.1, (Ernst)
Working on financial plan.  Officer elections will be held before the end of the year.  Several sub-groups are actively working on updates.
- P1647, (Darren)

Waiting on feedback for release.
- P1699, (Perry)

Work is continuing.  Waiting on final PAR approval; it has gone through NESCOM and is waiting on the standards board review.
- P1735, Encryption (Steve D.)
Putting together a SoW for technical editing.  There is one editor candidate already identified.  The assessment has been approved and the group is collecting the funds.
- P1800, (Karen P.)

The group is finalizing the content; anything not addressed by the champions by 12/1 will not make it into this release of the standard.  Expect ballot group formation in early 2012.
- P1801, (John B.)

Meeting weekly and using google docs to share working files.  A face to face meeting was held in October.  The group is triaging the bug tracking database, and a draft proposal is expected by the end of the year, with ballot and REVCOM review completed by the end of 2012.  The Si2 and IEEE copyright issue has been resolved, and the entire content donated.  The 2012 assessment has been approved.
6. P1800 P&P Vote
Deferred two meetings ago on proxy issue, missed the vote last meeting.  AUDCOM is looking at the proxy issue and will issue a revised P&P baseline; in the meantime, this P&P is acceptable.  There was a question on the consistency of proxy votes in the P&P; this will be resolved after the AUDCOM revision is out.  Karen P. moved to approve the P&P, seconded by Karen B.  No objections.  Approved.

7. DASC Membership Renewal Reminder

All DASC memberships expire at the end of the year.  Please send your renewals to Victor.  The nominal membership fees are used for things like reserving rooms or A/V equipment for meetings.  Individual or entity memberships are allowed.  Victor can send a receipt if needed.
8. IBIS Vote Update
The PAR vote passed unanimously with one abstention.  The PAR will be entered into the system.
9. JEITA Meeting

The next joint JEITA meeting will be held on 11/17.  The first ½ hour will be for the DASC update and information exchange, the remaining 1.5 hours will be dedicated to systemVerilog and UVM update.  This meeting will not count toward DASC attendance or voting eligibility.
10.
Changes to IEEE rules
The sponsor ballot balance rules have been changed; previously, no category (for example, producer, user or general interest) could contain more than 50% of the balloters.  However, ANSI, who gives us our international accreditation,  requirements state that no one category can contain more than 30% of the balloters for safety related standards, however ANSI did not define what constituted a safety related standard.  ANSI audited IEEE and found some ballots non-compliant.  After March 1, 2012, no category in an IEEE ballot can contain more than 1/3 of the ballot group.  The IEEE operations manual will be updated.  Working groups may define new categories pertinent to their ballot.
Stan would like to form an ad hoc committee to propose new ballot group categories or suggest category break outs for the working groups.  Current volunteers are: Dennis, Karen P., Ron.
