5. Dues Reminder
The DASC membership year expired on Dec 31. The membership spreadsheet has been updated on the web along with current known emails. The DASC money collected supports face to face meeting rooms as needed, such as the planned Doubletree room for the meeting at DVCon.

A concern was raised about potential security issues with having the emails available on the web.  There is a new rule in the bylaws that requires working groups move their information to the IEEE system.

6. WG Updates
- P1076.1, (Ernst)
Currently holding office elections which will close 2/3.  The call for funding requests have gone out for the 2012 $5K assessment.
- P1647, (Joe)

In quiet period because the spec was just published.  The group is expected to reconvene in the summer.
- P1666, (Stan)

The spec was published about 10 days ago and is available under the IEEE Get program; the spec download is funded by Accellera.
- P1800, (Stan)
The ballot group has formed.  11 entities signed up which initially resulted in >50% in the Users group.  JEITA changed their designation from User to Special Interest to alleviate the conflict.
- P1801, (Stan from John’s email update)

Meeting weekly with about 20 people representing 10 entities in each meeting.  About 1/3 of the Mantis issues are resolved.  Current plan is to start the ballot group in May 2012 for the current rev.  UPF3.0 will include contributions from Cadence and is planned for 2014
7. P&P Update

The P1647 P&P was reviewed by AudCom and minor issues where identified.  Darren quickly addressed these and submitted a new version for approval at the next AudCom meeting.

8. Report of ad hoc Ballot Interest Category Subcommittee
The new ballot group rules limits a single group to <33% of the entire ballot pool, whereas it used to be <50%.  If a single group is oversubscribed, the chair can break the designations into sub-groups or ask users to changes their subscribed group.  If the chair has problems identifying the appropriate groups, they can request help from the DASC chair.  Any exceptions to the subscription percentages must be approved by RevCom, and may be needed to avoid artificial groupings.  It was noted that many entity ballot groups of less than 9 will likely have >33% in the EDA group if Mentor, Cadence and Synopsys all join.  These three can be broken down by their industry designations of:
Cadence – Application Software

Mentor Graphics – Technology and System Software

Synopsys – Semiconductor Equipment and Materials

There is the potential for misuse of the grouping system but the additional granularity and differentiation is beneficial.

9. AOB
IBIS, P1852, cannot enter the IEEE process at this time because it is already an ANSI standard.  Because IEEE already has ANSI accreditation, we cannot take the same document to ANSI twice.  It may be possible to make IBIS a DASC standard for the next version.
