- P1076.1, (Ernst)
Completed elections (see item 6).  Fund raising continues, but companies are not as accepting as expected.  The next meeting will be held at DATE on 3/13 at 7PM Dresden time.  The technical work is a little behind schedule but will be completed within the PAR time frame.

The final draft is being readied for working group approval, and the ballot group is forming.  JEITA will join the ballot group.
6.1076.1 election affirmation
The following officers were elected:  Chair: Ernst Christen, Vice-Chair: Zhichao Deng, Secretary: Alain Vachoux, Treasurer: David Smith.  The DASC needs to affirm the election results; so moved by Kathy, seconded by Karen B.  Approved unanimously.  
7. Report from JEITA (Kojima-san)
Refer to the JEITA update presentation.  Kojima-san is the standardization representative to the EDA technical committee.  An invitation letter has been sent to vendors for the LSI-PKG-Board co-design group exchange trial in March.  The working group has defined the format and vendors should develop any needed translators.  
There is a recommendation for TC93 (Design Automation) to disband because it only has four member countries and potentially merge with TC91 (PCB Design Standards).  The US TAG will meet to discuss the proposal to ensure continuity and to minimize any effect on the dual logo agreement with IEC.  An IEEE representative will be at this meeting.
8. Update on dasc.org

As previously discussed, there were privacy concerns about DASC member emails being visible on the web site.  As an interim solution, Stan protected the spreadsheet and sent the password to the group.  He is looking into the Mentor system from IEEE to be used as the DASC portal.  The goal is to roll out the new system by DAC if the evaluation is acceptable.  The group noted that top level information should be publicly available, for example the officer list.  Joan will give a short Mentor demo if needed.
9. AOB
Treasurer report (Victor)

Only 29 DASC membership renewals have been received for 2012, compared to 70 for 2011.  Victor noted that participation in the DASC implies membership, and those active in the group need to renew.  Personal emails to remind those who have not renewed may be helpful.  The question was raised on what to do with the DASC funds and several options were proposed: 1) donate to the computer society 2) give a monetary component with the Ron Waxman award  3) Purchase a projector for face to face meetings (Victor noted that he has one that we had purchased in the past and will send it to Stan if needed)  4) Pay travel to awards dinners for recipients if their company will not pick up the tab.  We will discuss options at our next meeting.
